Doctors in Schools Program 

Last year, Morwell Campus was selected as a school to receive a ɈDoctors in Schoolsɉ program.   

This means that a doctor will be appointed to work from our campus one day per week for students to speak to.  We have 
received a visit from the Department responsible for providing the appropriate buildings for the doctor to work from, and we 
have decided that the classroom that is in the gym building is the best, as it is close to toilets, and it is away from the main area 
of the school, to allow for privacy. 

The room will be completely refurbished so that it is suitable as a surgery, and will also have an oʛce and waiting area.  This 

work will take place soon, and ɲts in well with our total rebuild of the campus. The facilities are designed to support patient 

privacy and conɲdentiality, and includeS features to support visual and auditory privacy. Features include:  

¶ being sound-proofed 

¶ screening or curtains to provide visual privacy within the consulting room 

¶ adequate lighting 

¶ heating and cooling  

¶ hand cleaning facilities for staϜ and patients 

¶ where possible, a private entrance for students to encourage them to use the facility 

¶ appropriate furnishings 

¶ medical equipment appropriate for a consulting room.  



Collecting Students During the Day 

We know that from time to time, parents and carers will collect students during the day for a variety of reasons 

such as medical and dental appointments.  ϥt is essential that your student brings a signed note explaining why 

they are being collected, and at what time.  This note should be handed to the relevant class teacher. 

Please ensure that your child knows what time you are coming ɀ they need to be responsible for coming to the 

oʛce at the appropriate time.  The oʛce staϜ cannot page students except in the case of EXTREME emergency, 

as it is very disruptive to all classes running. 
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The aims of this program are to: 

¶ make primary health care more accessible to students 

¶ provide assistance to young people to identify and address any health prob-

lems early 

¶ aim to reduce the pressure on working parents and community-based GPs.
