Empowering Bystanders Program  
 
On Tuesday  we have Jamie Roberts, Youth Worker and creator of the ɄϥtɅs My School Too ɀ Empowering 

BystandersɅ program coming to present workshops to all our students as part of our ongoing commitment to 

student wellbeing and ensuring our school environment is a safe and inclusive one. 

The Empowering Bystander workshops are designed to provide all students with a range of useful strategies 

they can use in helping to reduce or eliminate unkind behaviours should they ɲnd themselves bystanders and 

unsure of what they can do to make a diϜerence for the better.  

An important message delivered in the workshops is the understanding that the vast majority of students at our 

school (or any school) choose not to treat others unkindly and do not believe bullying of any kind is OK. ϥt is in 

the empowering of this vast majority to play a vital role in creating the kind of school environment that all 

students can get the most out of, that is key in making sure 100% of students understand that bullying and 

unkind behaviours have no place in our school. 

The workshops are full of interaction with our students including the use of a range of videos featuring young 

people of a similar age that reinforce the learnings and strategies delivered by Jamie. This includes the guiding 

principal of the ɄϥtɅs My School TooɅ program that is Ɉthere is always something you can doɉ should students ɲnd 

themselves bystanders to bullying or other unkind behaviour. 

Teachers will have resources to follow up in the classroom on key learnings and messages presented in the 
workshop and, as always, are available to speak individually with students should they have a concern or 
question arising from the workshop content.

Parents are reminded that the Department does not provide personal accident 

insurance for students. Parents and guardians are responsible for paying the cost 

of medical treatment for injured students, including any transport costs. ϥn some 

circumstances, medical or other expenses will be paid by the Department where it 

is assessed that it is likely, that the Department is liable for negligent (careless) acts 

or omissions of its staϜ or volunteers.. 

  

Student accident insurance policies are available from some commercial insurers. 

These cover a range of medical expenses not covered by Medicare or private 

health insurance.  

 

Personal property is often brought to school by students, staϜ and visitors. This 

can include mobile phones, calculators, toys, sporting equipment and cars parked 

on school premises. The Department does not hold insurance for personal prop-

erty brought to schools and has no capacity to pay for any loss or damage to such 

property.
